What is a Gonfalon?

A gonfalon is a flag or banner of medieval origin, traditionally
displayed during ceremonies and processions. In academia,
gonfalons represent the different fields of study within a university.
They typically include the established academic color for the
discipline as well as a representative symbol or emblem.

The School of Sustainability Gonfalon

This banner of ASU maroon and gold features fields of scarab green,
the shade established by Arizona State University as the academic
color for the new discipline of sustainability. The symbol adorning the
School of Sustainability’s gonfalon is a city skyline surrounded by a
vine growing in an unbroken circle. The skyline denotes economic
growth and social justice, while the twining vine signifies the natural
environment and its relationship to all things.

Students whose names appear in this program are candidates for the degrees listed,
which will be conferred subject to completion of requirements.

University commencement and convocation ceremonies are special events for all
involved.
